A Guide to Registering for Secondary Education Ready2Teach Courses:
Frequently Asked Questions
Question: Who do I contact if I have questions that are not addressed here?

Answer: Contact Dr. Terry Weeks (Terry.Weeks@mtsu.edu)

Question: How many pre-residency courses are in the Ready2Teach secondary education minor? Answer: There are three pre-residency courses: YOED 2500 (Planning/Assessment), YOED 3000 (Classroom Management), and YOED 3300 (Problem Based Instructional Strategies). 

Question: Are there prerequisites for any of the courses?

Answer: All courses require admittance to the teacher education program at MTSU. YOED 2500 is a prerequisite for YOED 3000 & YOED 3300.

Question: What would be the best order in which to take the three pre-residency courses?

Answer: YOED 2500 must be taken first since it is a prerequisite for the other two. If one is taking one education course per semester, it is recommended that YOED 3000 be taken next. Ideally, YOED 3300 should be taken the last semester before the residency year.

Question: Are all pre-residency courses available at this time?

Answer: The courses are being phased in. The only one available right now is YOED 2500.

Question: What must I do to get admitted to the teacher education program?

Question: One of the admission requirements is to be fingerprinted and have a background check conducted. How do I get that done?

Instructions for Online Enrollment Registration:

1. Go to L1enrollment.com

2. Click on Tennessee

3. Click on Online Scheduling

4. Type in your first & last name and click Go

5. Click Non-DCS Child Care/ Adoption Providers under Agency Name

6. Click on Child-Related Worker (Private) for Applicant Type.

7. Type in TNCC75022 for the ORI number.

8. It will ask you if Office of Professional Lab Experiences is correct, click yes.

9. Enter a zip code to determine the closest fingerprinting location.

10. Click on the time that fits your schedule

11. Fill out Applicant Information

12. Prepay your fingerprint service. This cost is $48.00 (You may pay by Cashiers Check or Money Order onsite, but they will not accept cash or credit/debit card).

 

Be sure to bring your driver's license and social security card to your appointment. You will not receive paperwork from L-l Enrollment. The results will be routed directly to MTSU.

 

By following the procedures above, you acknowledge the following: (1) the results of the background check can affect your admission/continuance in the teacher education program and (2) that universities have your permission to share the results of the background check with school districts where you may be placed for field or clinical placements.

 

Note: Tennessee Law requires all persons working in a child care environment-teachers, caregivers, student interns, tutors, and after school workers-to submit a fingerprint and background search before entering the school environment. 
Question: How do I obtain the application for admission to the teacher education program?
Answer: Check the link to Admission to Teacher Education Application link.

Question: How will I know that I have been cleared for admission so that I can register for the first course?

Answer: Once your application has been reviewed and accepted, you will be notified via email. The notification will include information on how to register for the course.
Question: If I am only one hour shy of meeting the admission requirements, can I still get admitted?

Answer: All requirements must be satisfied before admittance will be granted.

Question: If I am just short of the GPA required for admittance, can I still get admitted?

Answer: All requirements must be satisfied before admittance will be granted.

Question: When do all three pre-residency courses have to be completed?

Answer: All pre-residency courses must be completed before one can advance to the residency year.
Question: Is there a minimum grade that must be made in the pre-residency courses?    

Answer: In order to advance to the residency year, a grade of B or higher must be obtained in each of the three pre-residency courses.
