GENERAL INFORMATION
The UWC offers FREE assistance for any writing assignment in any class, any major, any stage, any question, and any problem.

Our staff of writing assistants will work with you to:

· Practice prewriting and brainstorming

· Organize material

· Achieve unity, coherence, and adequate development

· Create effective opening/closing paragraphs

· Improve revision/editing skills

· Improve diction, grammar, and mechanical errors

· Prepare for standardized or essay tests

· Address grammar and writing problems through long-term assistance

· Brush up on skills when no immediate paper is due

· Develop speech outlines
· Practice your creative writing with in our Creative Writing Groups and Open Mic Nights
Sessions are 25 minutes or 50 minutes—whatever best fits your needs.  Walk-ins are welcome when writing assistants are available, but appointments are recommended.

Plan ahead and make your appointment early, so you have time to revise and come back again if needed.

All of our handouts are available online through our website if you can’t make it to the center for an appointment.

We can help you become a better writer over time, not in one 25 or 50 minute session.  While your goal may be an “A,” ours is to help you progress as a writer.

If you’re ready to work, we’re here to help.  In fact, you have the opportunity to come 5 days a week but may only have one appointment per day.  Communication is the most important skill you’ll learn in college—don’t miss this opportunity to develop your ability to effectively communicate.  

THE SESSION
Come prepared: 
· Be on time for appointments in the Center and online (any appointment that is more than 10 minutes late will be counted as a no show and will not be allowed to reschedule for that day). 

· Know what your assignment is and bring or submit a copy of the assignment sheet if you have one.

· Bring or submit whatever work you have done on your essay (for example, if you have an outline, bring it; if you have a draft, bring a typed copy).

· Be ready to ask specific questions about your essay. 

Be reasonable in your expectations:

· Plan ahead and make your appointment early so that you have time to revise with the help that you receive and so that you can come back again if needed.

· Know that we can help you become a better writer over time, not in one session.

· While your goal may be an A, ours is to help you progress as a writer.

Participate:

· Ask questions.

· Answer questions.

· Take notes/write on your essay.

· Take ownership of your work.
