ACCOMMODATIONS:

The 2009 Modern Critical Approaches to Children's Literature will be held March 26-28 at the Nashville Doubletree Hotel, located at 315 4th Avenue North. The Doubletree is in a central location in downtown Nashville, within easy walking distance of the historic downtown district and several eating venues. The Doubletree provides a fully equipped fitness center, a heated indoor pool and sauna, a full-service restaurant and separate lounge, and fax capabilities. In-room amenities include coffeemaker, hair dryer, iron and ironing board, and phone lines with dataport and voice mail capabilities. 
Conference room rates are $131 plus tax for both single and double rooms, $141 for triples and quadruples. To get the conference rate, participants should contact the Doubletree in Nashville directly at  615-244-8200 and identify that they want the rate for the MTSU children's literature conference. 

The Doubletree Hotel is about 15 minutes away from Nashville’s International Airport. All major airlines fly in and out of this airport, and commercial shuttle service is available to and from the hotel via Grayline. The price is $12 for a one way ticket and $20 for a round trip. The shuttle leaves the airport regularly (about every 20 minutes) until 11 p.m. You do not need to call ahead for reservations. The Nashville city bus service also provides easy access to and from the airport and downtown Nashville, although service times are limited; there is a bus stop right across from the hotel, and a stop right outside of the Arrivals entrance at the airport.
