Proposal submission guidelines

Dear submitters,

Thank you for your interest in the 8th Biennial Modern Critical Approaches to Children’s Literature Conference, to be held in Nashville, Tennessee, on March 26-28, 2009. 
Proposal submissions are done online via the link at our conference website at www.mtsu.edu/~english2/mcac.htm beginning July 1, 2008. Click on the link titled “Proposal Submissions” on this page, or go to www.mtsu.edu/~mcacl.   
A few pointers:

1. The submission process is a blind submission process. That means that your personal contact information will be routed to a separate database than the proposal itself. Please do not put personal identifying information in the proposal itself.
2. You will receive an email notification that we have received your proposal within a few days of your submission. If you do not receive notification within a week or so of submitting, email the conference at mcacl@mtsu.edu (NOT one of the conference chairs, please!). 

3. If you have trouble submitting your proposal, send an email to mcacl@mtsu.edu. Someone will get back to you as soon as possible.
4. Submissions will be reviewed by a program committee of five people this year, beginning after the deadline for submissions (September 30, 2008). You will receive notification about the status of your submission in late November or early December of 2008. 

panel proposals:

· If you are submitting a panel proposal, each person on the panel must submit his or her personal information and a brief description of the paper to be presented, noting that it is part of a proposed panel. Instructions for submitting proposals are on the submissions page. 

· Panel organizers, please remember that all sessions for the MCACL conference consist of THREE papers, and tailor the composition of your panel accordingly. 

· Panel organizers who are not planning to include a presentation of their own in the panel still need to submit their personal information at the submissions site so that we can have a record of your address for correspondence. Be sure to include the title of the panel you are organizing/chairing, and a brief description of the focus on the panel. Make sure that your panel participants all use the exact same panel title, so that the individual presentations can be grouped together by the program review committee since no personal identifying information is included in the individual proposals.
