What to Bring to Pre-Registration Advisement
Academic advising is intended to help you stay on track through your academic career.  Your advisor is there to help you choose classes, plan your schedule, advise on various options, etc. The advising process will go more smoothly if you come prepared.  

1. It is a good idea to always keep a current copy of your upper-division form, your latest transcript and your current schedule handy.  If you have one or all of these, bring them to your meeting with your advisor.

2. Review your upper-division form before you meet with your advisor so you will be able to anticipate which classes you should be taking.

3. Take a look at the online schedule and make a list of classes you would like to take. 

4. Make a list of any questions or concerns that you may have.    

	Approximately three semesters before you expect to graduate (or sooner if you wish) and no later than when you have completed 75 hours, you should fill out your upper-division form and have it signed by your different advisors. (It is not necessary to include any courses that you haven’t yet taken.) Your major advisor may help you prepare this form or you may choose to prepare it on your own and bring it completed to your appointment.
