
 PLAGIARISM STATEMENT


To be signed and turned in to instructor.

I have read the sections on plagiarism in the textbook.  I have looked at the resources on plagiarism available to me in handbooks and on the World Wide Web.  There are procedures in place in the classroom to discourage plagiarism, and I am to cooperate fully with them.  I understand that undoubtedly my instructor will discuss plagiarism.  However, it is my responsibility to understand plagiarism and avoid it.  It is my responsibility to ask questions of the instructor after I have read all the information and still do not understand.  I understand that it is never my professor’s responsibility to catch my faulty documentation, even if I have asked him or her to look at the documentation, until after the paper is turned in to be graded.  In the classroom and in the working world,  I alone am responsible for avoiding plagiarism in my writing.  I understand that accidental plagiarism carries the same stiff penalties as deliberate plagiarism.  

Plagiarism is

Copying another’s entire paper and claiming it as one’s own


Copying a part of another’s paper and claiming it as one’s own


Copying information from a source and pretending that information is one’s own.


Copying information from a source word for word without putting quotes around those words --whether or not the source is cited there in the paper or on the bibliography page.

Copying information from a source but changing the words around without providing an in-text 


citation --whether or not the source is cited on the bibliography page.

(
Copying information incorrectly, putting quotation marks around it, including a proper in-text 


citation, citing it properly on the bibliography page.

(
Copying information correctly with quotation marks, including a proper in-text citation, but no 


citation on the bibliography page. 

(
Copying information correctly with quotation marks, but including a improper in-text citation, while 


providing a correct citation on the bibliography page. 

(
Copying information correctly with quotation marks, including a proper in-text citation, but 


providing an incorrect citation on the bibliography page. 

(
Paraphrasing information incorrectly, including a proper in-text citation, citing it properly on the 


bibliography page.

(
Paraphrasing information correctly, including a proper in-text citation, but no citation on the 


bibliography page. 

(
Paraphrasing information correctly, but including a improper in-text citation, while providing a 


correct citation on the bibliography page. 

(
Paraphrasing information correctly, including a proper in-text citation, but providing an incorrect 


citation on the bibliography page. 

(
Changing the spelling of a word, changing a letter from upper to lower case, or changing the verb 


tense in an exact quotation without indicating it as such with brackets or ellipses.

The penalty for plagiarism can range from an “F” for an assignment to an “F” for the class and a referral to Judicial Affairs for university-level sanctions.  Please note: any and all assignments related to the plagiarized paper (for example, journals, outlines, workshop drafts) may receive an “F”.
