Bicycles:  With the increase number in student attendance, bicycle traffic has increased causing pedestrians walking the sidewalks to be concerned with their safety.  
Tailgating Problems:  Chief Peaster reported on the football tailgating problems.  There are a growing number of tailgaters gathering on campus for a big beer party and have no intentions in attending the game.  After the game on September 19th, there was trash everywhere.  The restrooms near the Grove were trashed.  It took the Grounds Crew, Custodial, and Maintenance crew Saturday night and most of Sunday to remove the tons of debris from the campus.  Monday morning the campus was looking as it should and faculty, staff, & students didn’t see the mess left from the event.  There are safety concerns for our police officers trying to control crowds of 1,000 + party goers in the Grove and other areas of campus.  Fights were broken up and there was a man trying to kick the windows out of a police car.  The crowd was booing the officer cuffing the person involved in the fight.  There is a big concern for the safety of campus properties and attendees coming to attend the game. The rowdy people are 30 – 40 year olds that are out to have a party place and causing more problems than our police force should have to handle. 
Hand Sanitizing Stations:  The Purchasing Dept. is selling hand sanitizing items in the warehouse for Departments that want to purchase these for their areas.  Facilities Services will not be adding any additional sanitizing stations.
