Executive Summary:

The Instructional Technology Development (ITD) committee members have met four times during the 2008-2009 academic year. All the meetings were held in the telecommunications building conference room. 

· The initial meeting was held on October 27, 2008. The purpose of the meeting was to elect the committee chairperson and select spring 2009 grant recipients. 
· On March 16, 2009, a second meeting was held to select summer fellowship recipients, and to select finalists for the Outstanding Achievement in Instructional Technology Award. 

· Third meeting was held on April 13, 2009 to observe award finalist presentations and to discuss the late summer fellowship proposal. 

· The final meeting for the academic year was held on April 30, 2009 to further discuss the late summer fellowship proposal and to select the finalist for the Outstanding Achievement in Instructional Technology Award.

Dr. Minsoo Kang (Health and Human Performance) elected as a Chair of ITD committee during the 2008-2009 academic year.

The committee met on April 13, 2009 to discuss the late summer fellowship proposal submitted by Corey Teague. The committee decided to consider this late application because there was evidence that the application was submitted before the deadline. 

Corey was one of the 2009 spring grant recipients, and this application was his second proposal. In April 30, 2009, the committee decided that the summer fellowship proposal by Corey Teague not be funded because it did not clearly show what had been completed for the spring 2009 semester nor did it adequately demonstrate specific work that would be completed during the summer semester. In addition, his second proposal was exactly the same (word to word) as the first proposal submitted. Other multi-semester, multi-faculty member proposals were very specific to spell out what each applicant was responsible for accomplishing and which semester specific tasks would be accomplished. 

Outstanding Achievement in Instructional Technology Award 
The committee met on March 16, 2009 to select award finalists for the Outstanding Achievement in Instructional Technology. The committee decided to accept all nominees as finalists since there were only 4 nominees.

The award finalist was chosen at the last committee meeting on April 30, 2009. After finalists made their presentations, the ITD committee members voted for the award.  All votes were totaled for each award finalist, and it was found that Leigh Ann McInnis ranked the highest with 125 points and Donald Kendrick came in 2nd with 121 points.  Joey Gray and Ellen Garrison’s rankings were much lower. 
Meeting Discussion

· The committee was told that there would only be one award given out this year. The award will be announced at the fall faculty meeting in August 2009.  

Recommendations by ITD Committee

· The committee suggests that award nominees include student evaluations for the specific courses relating to the award in the supporting materials.
· The committee suggests that the grant/fellowship proposals should be evaluated by how well the applicants followed proposal format, in addition to other criteria. 

· It is important that the proposal contain a timeline. 

· It is important that the applicants indicate whether they have previously requested funding for this project. It they have previously requested funding then it is important that they indicate what has been accomplished to support the previous funding and what portion of the project new funding will cover. It was also recommend having a picture of the project or a URL. 

· The committee suggests providing objective feedback to faculty members when applications are deemed not worthy of funding. That is, to document weaknesses in proposals to give faculty a better understanding of how to improve future proposals.
