Will Bowdoin Endowed Scholarship in Education

Preference will be given to minority students who are residents of Tennessee or Alabama.  The selection process shall be under the direction of the Dean of the College of Education and Behavioral Science.  One-half of the scholarship shall be awarded for each of the semesters.
