Advising Urban Myths
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MYTH: If you schedule your final class during “May-mester”, you will be allowed to participate in the May graduation ceremony.  (False:  You must be enrolled in all required classes prior to the graduation date to graduate in a given semester.)
MYTH: If you choose a minor that only requires 15 credits, you have to add another course in your minor subject because our major requires you to have an 18 credit minor. (False:  If you choose a 15 credit minor, you just have to make sure you have enough total credits to graduate.  Taking any course to reach 120 credits total is fine once specific requirements are met.)
MYTH: A “D” in sophomore English is not acceptable for CBAS majors.   You will have to repeat it.  (False: A D is not acceptable for ENGL 1010 or 1020, but is acceptable for ENGL 2020 or 2030.)
MYTH: A supporting course required for your major cannot also count in your minor.  (False: A supporting course can count in your minor and as a supporting course.  You just have to make sure you have 120 credits needed to graduate since the course doesn’t yield double credit.)
MYTH: A gen ed course cannot also count in a minor. (False: A course can count in both places.  You just have to make sure you have 120 credits needed to graduate since the course doesn’t yield double credit.)

MYTH: You can’t repeat a class at a community college after you took it here and have the new grade replace the old one unless you have your advisor’s and chair’s permission. (False:  Students may repeat courses at other universities and colleges without special permission.)
MYTH: Tennessee history can count for a humanities course.  (False: It is in the American History general education category only.)

MYTH: You have to be declared as a major for two years before you can graduate in that major.  (False: There is no minimum time to be listed as a declared major prior to graduation.  Note that students with more than 60 credits earned should choose a major and not remain undeclared, but there is no two year requirement to be in a major before graduation in that major. )
MYTH: An upper division course in the same department can sub for a gen ed course. (False: General education course selection is very strict and substitutions are generally not allowed, however MTSU does accept other TBR schools’ general education courses even if they don’t equate to ours.)
MYTH: Substitutions for general ed classes are made upon the recommendation and/or with the approval of the department that teaches the course. (False: With the exception of U.S. History, the department that teaches the general education class has no role in the approval of a substitution.)
MYTH:  You have to finish a course before a substitution form can be approved using that course to substitute for another.  (False: A course can be approved as a substitution before its completion, allowing the student to know that it will count the way he/she hopes it will. )
MYTH:  If it is past the last day to add, there is no way to add a class.  (False: There are several departments that will work with students to add classes late, especially special topics/problems.  Internships/co-ops might be added late if the student is already working in an appropriate job.   In the fall and spring, CSCI 1000 has a couple of sections that do not start until the 7th  week of school, and in the spring PHED 1040, Beginning Tennis, and PHED 2020, Beginning Golf, have sections that do not start until the 5th week of school, so they can be added late with the departments’ assistance.)

MYTH:  Late Registration Forms should be used to add a class past the last day to add.  (False: Late Registration Forms are only used by students who are enrolled in NO courses (zero credits) that semester at MTSU and are trying to register after the 3rd day of class.  Drop/Add slips are used to drop courses from or add courses to an existing schedule after the respective deadlines.)
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
