Whereas:  October is domestic violence awareness month. 

Whereas: Domestic violence is the willful intimidation, physical assault, battery, sexual assault, 
and/or other abusive behavior perpetrated by an intimate partner against another. 

Whereas: The June Anderson Women’s Center helps to prevent domestic violence in any form 
that may exist. 

Whereas:  1 in every 4 women will experience domestic violence in their life time. 

Whereas: Boys who witness domestic violence are twice as more likely to become abusive to 
their own partner and children. 

Whereas:   One in 6 women and 1 in 33 men have experienced an attempted or completed rape. 

Whereas:  The cost of intimate partner violence exceeds $5.8 billion each year, $4.1 billion of 
which is for direct medical and mental health services.
