Leggett (PhD, University of Illinois, Urbana-Champaign, 2003) is a Cultural Anthropologist specialized in issues of globalization, work, and the cultural dynamics of human mobility. Dr. Leggett has published extensively on the interesting cultural encounters that take place in the transnational corporate offices of Southeast Asia. 
His current research concerns the changing demographics of Middle Tennessee. Specifically, Dr. Leggett is conducting ethnographic research on the challenges immigrants and refugees recently settled in Rutherford County face in maintaining a healthy diet and lifestyle. This research takes Dr. Leggett into the homes, schools, and workplaces of our most recent neighbors. This project, which actively includes anthropology students, will lead to innovations in the way our public institutions confront an ever-growing health crisis for our region. 

Dr. Leggett works closely with students, encouraging independent research, conference presentations, and has twice been recognized as a “professor making a real difference for graduating seniors” at MTSU.
