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Dr. Meredith Dye’s (PhD, The University of Georgia, 2009) areas of teaching and research interest include criminology and social control. She regularly teaches Social Problems and undergraduate Criminology.  Spring semester she will teach a special topics course on Women in Prison as well as a graduate level course in Criminology. She has published research on suicide in prisons, on restorative justice, and on therapeutic communities for substance abuse. Professor Dye’s current research examines suicide rates, attempts, and ideation among incarcerated females. She is working with colleagues and graduate students to conduct a survey of females incarcerated in Georgia and Tennessee about these and a variety of health issues. Dr. Dye is active on the MTSU campus serving on various committees and working with undergraduate and graduate students on their research projects.
