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GMR 11: Pronoun Antecedent Agreement
Pronouns are words that replace nouns or noun phrases. The noun phrase that the pronoun replaces is known as the antecedent.

· Will wants to go to Panama City Beach because it is his favorite vacation spot.

· Joe and Jeremy cleaned their room.

· We like walking on the Greenway because it gives us a chance to plan our week together.

Pronouns must agree with antecedents in person and number.

· Nate called to say that he wouldn’t be in until later.

· The girls bought their guitar strings at Guitar Center.

· My mother looked out the window when she heard the crash.

Indefinite pronouns are singular; pronouns that refer to them must also be singular. (anybody, anyone, anything, somebody, someone, something, everybody, everyone, everything, nobody, no one, one)
· Anyone can sing if he or she takes a voice class and practices every day.

· Everyone in the girls’ choir brought her robe from home.

· Everybody needs to wash his or her hands before meals.

The following constructions are always singular, and the pronouns that refer to them must also be singular: each (of), every one (of), either (of), neither (of), one (of)
· Each of the girls brought her own guitar.

· Neither of the boys remembered his coat.

· Every one of the players forgot to have his or her note signed.

Collective nouns refer to a group but are considered singular, so they take a singular pronoun.

· The class took its field trip in San Antonio.

· The committee voted to raise its pay again this year.

· The flock of birds winged its way to Florida.
