Exercise 1

Directions: Place parentheses around each prepositional phrase. Some sentences may not contain prepositional phrases.

**Hint: A prepositional phrase simply adds more detail and clarity to a sentence, and a sentence can stand on its own without the prepositional phrase.
1. Both of the cats are perched on the windowsill in the kitchen.

2. My classes are difficult at times.

3. Today, Tara injured her foot.

4. Through good times and bad, my brother was always there for me.

5. The homework this year, unlike last year, is much easier to understand.

6. Joseph will be working at the mall until 5 p.m. this evening.

7. The purse will match my shoes.

8.  Sarah caught a cold while attending the baseball game.

9. The policeman interrogated the suspects.

10. Since my professor did not assign any homework, I decided to embark on a journey to a different city.

Exercise 2

Directions: Now that you have determined which sentences do not contain prepositional phrases, rewrite the sentences, and add prepositional phrases.

**Hint: If you are having a difficult time adding prepositions to a sentence simply ask yourself what, where, when, and why?

Example: 
The party was a disaster. (What party?, Where was the party?, When was the party?, Why was there a party?)
· The party was a disaster (since the guest of owner did not attend).

· The party (to celebrate Matt’s graduation) was a disaster.

· The party (on Tuesday) was a disaster.

· (During the thunderstorm), the party was a disaster.
