· Review of space requests

1. Basic and Applied Sciences requested a change in function of existing space for the Forrest Hall Annex to be used as an interdisciplinary microscopy lab.  The space is in the college’s domain.  Art temporarily used the space until Todd was complete, and now have moved into Todd.  Motion to recommend approval passed with 1 abstention.
2.  Engineering Technology & Industrial Studies request space in the Midgett Building for new offices when the space becomes available.  Until Midgett becomes available, the department is housing faculty in labs and conference rooms.  The group decided to postpone recommendation until Midgett becomes available.
3. History requests new space in Peck Hall for offices and for a common area for interaction between faculty and Ph.D. students.  Anne Sloan noted to her knowledge the only spaces in Peck Hall not assigned to the College of Liberal Arts are a few office suites.  Watson Hannah stated she believed space on the first floor had been assigned to Liberal Arts but had not yet been assigned to a department.  As no space is currently available for allocation, the group recommended the college attempt to address this need in-house.  If that is not possible, the group will revisit when appropriate space becomes available.
4. Speech & Theater requests new space to use as storage for stage equipment.  The equipment is currently being stored in a hallway, which poses a fire hazard and breaks fire code.  The equipment needs to be in a location where it can be accessed for productions on a regular basis.  The group decided to postpone recommendation until a space becomes available that will fit this need.
5. Recording Industry Management requests a new office in Ezell for a new position.  Six offices are available for use.  Motion to recommend approval passed.
6. Psychology requests new space for the Auditory Research Lab.  The lab is currently housed in Monohan Hall, which will be used as student housing and will not be available for academic use.  They lab will require 350 square feet.  No space is currently available that will fit this need.  The group recommends the college meet this need.  If this is not possible, the group will revisit when appropriate space becomes available.
7. The Information Technology Division requests BAS S206 (projection booth for State Farm room) to use as an office for staff that support the master classroom in BAS and surrounding buildings.  This room is currently not being used.   A motion passed to recommend allocation of BAS S206 to ITD for use as an office.
· Watson Hannah requested the group’s approval to clean up old space requests on the database if the requested space is not available for allocation or the requestor has found other space to meet their needs.  The group approved.
