Minutes

· Present:  Patti Miller, Watson Harris, David Gray, Tom Cheatham, John McDaniel, Mike Gower, David Edgar and Maria Knox
· Minutes from March 30, 2006 were approved as recorded.  

· W. Harris quickly updated the committee members on the different moves that are or will be occurring on campus in the upcoming years and the status on several projects.  The MT Building should be completed in July of 2006.  Graduate Studies and Human Resources will be locating to the MT Building at that time. Sponsored Programs will be moving from MGB into the MT Building.  The Lytle House is waiting approval from the Vice President after the review for structural costs.   If approved, TECTA and TNDOT will move from Fairview to Lytle. Continuing Studies will then move from KOM and Cope to Fairview.   Other moves include:  Liberal Arts Dean’s Office from Peck to Todd; Graduation analyst moves into the colleges – Mass Communications, Education, and Basic and Applied Sciences; Adam’s Chair moving from Ezell to College Heights small house;  Social Work moving into College Heights large house.  Rosemary Owens moving into one of the vacated Ezell rooms.  Dean McDaniel noted that Liberal Arts will move out of AMG 304 when Education moves out of Peck Hall 109.  The newly renovated LRC office space will create office space in Jones Hall by December 2006.  Mass Communications is creating space in two of their classrooms for offices.
· Review of space requests

1. Engineering Technology and Industrial Studies requested four offices and a conference room.  This request has been put on hold. 

2. Center for Middle East Studies requested a temporary move to EZEL and a permanent move to MGB.  Discussion followed regarding the earlier request from Engineering Technology and Industrial Studies for the same space.  Motion to recommend approval of a portion of the MGB to the Center was passed in a 4 to 1 vote. 
3. Continuing Studies & Public Services requested to change the kitchen area in Fairview into storage.  Issued resolved with scheduling of conference room and conversion of old kitchen to storage at the expense of Continuing Studies.
4. Financial Aid Requested space for 4 full time staff plus 2 student workers and storage of files. The request was postponed until after the moves in Cope have taken effect.
5.  Athletics requested the university observatory for the women’s softball team to use as a storage and/or team meeting room.  Confirmation received from the College of Basic and Applied Sciences that they would not need this space.  Recommend allocation to Athletics.
6. Academic Affairs requested a move for the Community Outreach and Partnership Office to a temporary allocation in Ezell. Motion to recommend allocation to the office space in Ezell passed.
7. The Division of Multicultural Affairs requested storage space in the empty rooms in Ezell.   The request was resolved through use of un-renovated space in Ezell.
8. The Division of Multicultural Affairs requested 4 long term office for the Director of Cultural Diversity and staff.  This is currently under consideration in the Peck Hall Social Work project.
· Discussion regarding the College Heights Houses followed.  It was noted that these houses have been scheduled for demolition to provide land for the Chiller Plant needed for the new science building.  The time frame for demolition of these houses is around 12 months.  Jo Edwards’ move would be very temporary and she may not want to vacate Ezell.  It was discussed that Allen Hibbard and the Center for Middle East Studies may be a better move to Ezell since they will vacate during the summer into MGB.  It was also mentioned that Rosemary Owens could relocate to the College Heights property temporarily.  Jo Edwards will be contacted by W. Harris for her preference in the matter.
