· Review of space requests

○    Information item:  SFA 3rd Floor – Music

This space was previously approved for Liberal Arts first priority use.  A drawing of the space and the intended renovation/use of this space was submitted to the group for recommendation. This item was approved and is recommended to the Vice Presidents.  See attached

○    Ezell Room 119 and Room 123 – University Writing Center and RIM

The group reviewed how the space in Ezell is currently assigned and considered the preference of Recording Industry for Room 123.  The University Writing Center did not have a room preference.  Patti Miller stated that the long-range plan for Ezell is for the functions located in this building to move to the future expansion of the Mass Communication building.   The University Writing Center is not currently a part of the programming for this capital project and therefore would be displaced when the other functions moved to the new expansion.  The Writing Center should understand that this allocation of space is not permanent.  Dean Babbili is aware that this request is for space in his domain and sees the Writing Center as a service to students in proximity of the Mass Communication building.  The group decided to recommend allocation of Ezell Room 119 to the University Writing Center for a satellite office and Ezell Room 123 to Recording Industry for a recording lab.  See attached

○    LRC Gore Center – College of Education

The College of Education requests the area known as the Gore Center in LRC.  The large area would be used as a master classroom for Psychology and Criminal Justice.  The former environmental control room would be used by the Instructional Technology Support Center as a dub center and control room for Channel 9.  The LRC is in the College of Education’s domain.  Another possible use of this area would be to fulfill the space request made by the Learning, Teaching, and Innovation Technologies Center for office space and a collaborative work area.  It was noted by Patti Miller that the Gore Center is a unique space on campus since it is round and protrudes onto a high-traffic sidewalk.  An innovative and unique use could be found for this area such as a faculty lounge/area, a café, etc.  The group recommended allocation of this space to the College of Education with 1 abstention. ○    LRC Room 221 – College of Education

The College of Education requests first priority allocation of LRC room 221.  This room is currently assigned to the Executive Vice President and Provost  Office and is in the College of Education’s domain. The college will make the room standard access and share with other departments.  The group recommended allocation of this space to the College of Education. See attached


○    AMG 116 and 117 – College of Education

The College of Education requests first priority allocation of room 116.  This room is currently allocated to the Executive Vice President and Provost office and is in the College of Education’s domain.  They also request a change of function for room 117, currently a classroom, into a research area.  The group recommended allocation of AMG 116 to the College of Education and conversion of AMG 117 to research space. See attached
