Discussion and Approval of space allocation requests

A. Recording Industry – Ezell suites for renovation were approved for use by Recording Industry Management department.

B. Liberal Arts – Any space that becomes available in Peck Hall was approved for use by Liberal Arts.

C. Music – Third Floor of Saunders Fine Arts will be allocated to Music when Art vacates in the Fall.

D. Aramark and Honors – A portion of the break room space will be used for a food kiosk.  

E. Student Affairs – The Health Services building will be retained for use by Student Affairs when Health Services moves in 2007.  Campus Planning stated this building is in the academic corridor provided in the Campus Master Plan and could be demolished if a new building is funded for this area.

Discussion of information needed to make decisions regarding remaining requests

A. The group requested a list of all available and future available space on campus and their square footage, including all available rental space. Mike Gower will provide list of available facilities at the perimeter of the
campus (rental and/or newly purchased), and Patti Miller will coordinate this
information on a campus map, and provide areas for the facilities.

B. The individual for each remaining request will be contacted to provide a desired location and square footage for the requested space need.  Due to the shortage of available space in the central portion of campus, individuals will be asked if their operation could be located on the periphery of campus.
