
Tennessee Legislative Internship Program
Spring 2018
This is a paid internship program.

This is an outstanding opportunity to gain first-hand experience with politics, law making, and governance, and gain valuable professional contacts. Students are assigned to either a House or Senate member or as a committee staff member, and work full-time in the Tennessee State Legislature for the Spring 2018 semester. MTSU places at least nine students.

With this program, students learn a great deal about the political process, applying concepts from the classroom to real law making. In addition, students gain a great deal of practical experience working in a professional setting. And, students make many valuable professional contacts; many leave the program with one or more job offers.

Students earn 6, 9, or 12 credit hours, depending on what works best for their program. In addition, students are paid $400 per week plus some travel millage expenses.

This program is open to all majors. You need a minimum gpa of 2.5 and need to have completed at least 60 credit hours at the time of application. Graduate students may apply.
