Instrumental Music Education, Vocal/General Music Education, Music Industry,
Theory/Composition, and B.A: Two contrasting works from different historical periods.
Selections should demonstrate the technical and lyrical abilities of the applicant. Memorization
is required.

Jazz Studies (Performance): Two contrasting works from different historical periods. Selections
should demonstrate the technical and lyrical abilities of the applicant. Memorization is
recommended.**

Music Minors and elective lessons: Two contrasting works from different historical periods.
Selections should demonstrate the technical and lyrical abilities of the applicant. Memorization
is recommended.
